(acting reasonably).

Access Fee has the meaning given to that term in the Access Payment Deed.

Access Fee Schedule has the meaning given to that term in the Access Fee
Determination.

Commissioning Readiness means when the Energisation Conditions for the
Project are satisfied or waived by EnergyCo in accordance with clause 7
(“Energisation Conditions”).

Commissioning Readiness Sunset Date means the date specified in item 4(e)
of the Reference Details, as extended in accordance with clauses 9.2, 10(c) or
21.1(H)(i).

Commissioning Readiness Target Date means the date specified in item 4(d)
of the Reference Details, as extended in accordance with clauses 9.2, 10(c) or

	(i) receipt of the NO Proposal under paragraph (f); or
	(ii) receipt of a notice from EnergyCo under paragraph (h) approving the change to Key Project Equipment,

	(iv) strikes, industrial disputes or other industrial actions or disruption that only affect Access Right Holder; and
	(v) any removal by the Network Operator of Access Right Holder from a Concurrent Processing Group in accordance with the NER.


	9.2 Extension for Delay Event
